The NOAA Climate Stewards Education Project (CSEP) is offering a limited number of travel stipends 
(~ $750-800) for participants to attend the National Science Teachers Association (NSTA) National Conference in Indianapolis, Indiana (March 29-April 1, 2012).

Applications should be submitted to bruce.moravchik@noaa.gov by Friday, January 13th, 8:00 PM Eastern Time. No applications will be accepted after this time. 
All applicants will be notified as to whether or not they have been funded by 5:00 PM Eastern Time, Friday, February 3rd. 

All stipends will be distributed to awardees following the conference. Travel and/or Hotel receipts, and other information may need to be submitted in order to collect the stipend.  

To be considered for the stipend, applicants should be CSEP participants in good standing i.e.: 
· Completed or working on completing at least 15 hours of professional development training in climate science and educational applications, and recorded that training on the CSEP Wiki.

· Developed or in the process of developing a Stewardship Project plan and entering that plan on the CSEP wiki.

· Regularly participate in monthly Webinars/teleconferences.
Travel Stipend Awardees will be expected to: 

· Attend an all day Climate Stewards workshop on March 28 at the Westin Hotel in Indianapolis the day prior to the NSTA National Conference. More information on the workshop will be presented closer to the workshop date. 

· Spend a few hours assisting NOAA staff in the NOAA Exhibit Booth, times to be determined just prior to the conference 
Important Notes: 

· CSEP has a housing block at the Westin, (single/double occupancy nightly rate at the Westin is $169) and you might consider sharing rooms to keep costs down.  Reservations on that room block MUST be completed by Monday, February, 13th. We will notify you about how to reserve a room once the travel awards have been made. Bruce will send out an email to everyone who is awarded a stipend with all the awardees email addresses so folks can communicate w/each other re: sharing housing if they want.

· If you wish to spend additional hours (4+) assisting in the NOAA exhibit booth, we can get you an exhibitor badge at a reduced cost and you can save the registration fee for other travel costs.
